Topic 5: Integrated Surveillance
Workplace is an important setting for health protection, health promotion and disease prevention programs (CDC, 2016). Workplace is important because it is a potential place of injuries and diseases and also the right place to start prevention. Three reasons why integrated surveillance matters:

· Workplaces are potential places of both injuries and diseases.

· The existing surveillances mostly focus only on injury surveillance or only on disease surveillance.
· Integrated surveillance can prevent both injuries and diseases at the same time.
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Based on the figure above, workplace as the environment, workers as the host, and occupational hazards and risks as the agents can create conditions that make occupational diseases and injuries possibly happen. Read the following case examples:

“A worker at plantation area often deals with pesticide (hazard). When the hazard (pesticide) is inhaled by the worker and he feels dizzy and falls down, then it’s an injury. But when it happens daily and the environment (high temperature) makes the pores bigger and the amount of pesticide entering the body higher, then it may result in disease”
