pTopic 6: Defining Problem
Defining the problem is the first step of surveillance. This step is important and determines the steps to develop. Problem definition determines the structure and content of the surveillance system, and it decides what data to collect, the potential data resources, as well as how to collect the data (WHO, 2001). The problem can be quite general or relatively specific (WHO, 2001). Problem definition in integrated surveillance of injury and disease in workplaces generally covers all injuries and diseases occurring in the workplace. It also specifically covers the types of injury and disease, the hazards and risks, the possible circumstances, and other specific information.
Example: 
Based on data from hospital, there are many healthcare workers who do not implement the SOP related to needle management especially re-cap behaviour. That behaviour makes it possible for the workers to get injury and disease (infectious disease from the patient using the needle).
In that case, the size of problem is viewed based on the number of healthcare workers (population at risk), and biological agent that possibly infects the healthcare workers.
