Topic 8: Reporting and Making Intervention
The next steps to do after data analysis are reporting and making intervention. The results of surveillance need to be presented usually in the form of written reports and disseminated (WHO, 2001). The presentation of the results can be in the form of tables, graphs, charts, or maps (CDC, 2013).
1. Find an example of the presentation of surveillance result (tables, graphs, charts, or maps), give your opinion about the presentation.

2. Why do the results of the surveillance need to be reported?

3. Who are usually the results of the surveillance reported to? Why?

The ultimate purpose of a surveillance system is using the results to plan interventions. The results are intended to help planners respond to problem under the surveillance activities by improving existing policies for prevention and intervention (WHO, 2001).
4. What does “planners” in that explanation mean? Who are they?

5. If an integrated surveillance of injury and disease is conducted in a port and societies around the port, who are the planners in this surveillance?

6. What does “existing policies” in that explanation mean?
7. Write an example in which a surveillance result can help improve the existing policies for prevention! (you can try to find a case on internet)
